FIRST HOLY COMMUNION 
REGISTRATION 

This year we are returning the preparation 
for First Holy Communion to the parish 
itself. The children who are eligible to 
receive the sacrament will register in the 
parish on October 15, 2024 in the hallway 
located between the church and the rectory. 
On this day, from 6pm. to 9pm. you will 
register your child for the sacrament of Holy 
Communion. The cost is $60.00 and that will 
include their workbooks and retreat that is 
scheduled at a later time. A copy of the 
child’s Baptismal Certificate is required 
at the time of registration. Classes will 
begin in the new year and you will be kept 
abreast of the time and location. In addition, 
the date and time for First Reconciliation 
(Confession) will also be given and usually 
this takes place before the reception of First 
Holy Communion. 
 

CONFIRMATION REGISTRATION 
This year we are returning the preparation 
for Confirmation to the parish itself. The 
young people who are eligible to receive the 
sacrament will register in the parish on 
October 24, 2024 in the hallway located 
between the church and the rectory. On this 
day, from 4pm. to 7pm. you will register 
your son/daughter for the sacrament of 
Confirmation. The cost is $60.00 and that 
will include their workbooks and retreat that 
is scheduled at a later time. A copy of the 
child’s Baptismal Certificate is required 
at the time of registration.  Classes will 
begin in the new year and you will be kept 
abreast of the time and location. In addition, 
the date and time for Confirmation will also 
be given.
