Please remember Good Friday is a day of 
ABSTINENCE and FASTING; meaning 
that all Catholics must not eat meat, and 
those who are between the ages of 18 and 59 
should have only one full meal and two 
smaller ones that do not equal the main 
meal.

Holy Thursday: We celebrate the Mass of the 
Lord’s Supper, remembering the institution of the 
Eucharist and the priesthood. During this mass, the 
washing of the feet recalls Jesus’ humble service 
and His command to love and serve one another. 
After mass we are invited to spend time in prayer 
with the Lord, remembering His agony in the 
Garden. 
 
Good Friday: Is a solemn day when we 
commemorate the Passion and death of Jesus. 
Through veneration of the Cross, a simple 
communion service, our fasting and prayer, we 
unite ourselves with Christ’s sacrifice. 
 
Holy Saturday: is a vacant day, a day of quiet 
prayer and fasting in preparation for the great Easter 
Vigil which will take place in the darkness of that 
night.  
 
Holy Week in our Homes: Families can observe 
Holy Week by setting aside time for prayer, reading 
the Passion, displaying blessed palms, practicing 
acts of charity and service, and keeping a spirit of 
reflection as we prepare our hearts for Easter.
